The government has released new statistics detailing the COVID-19-related 
infections and deaths that have occurred among the vaccinated Hungarian 
population.

Facebook page covers the period from 26 December 2020 to 20 April 2021. For 
each available vaccine in Hungary, it gives both the absolute figures and the 
projected numbers of infections and deaths per 100,000 vaccinated individuals.
In total, during this five-month period, 5,714 people tested positive for the In total, during this five-month period, 5,714 people tested positive for the 
coronavirus after receiving the second dose of any of the 5 vaccines and 273 
passed away. Taking into account that 1,400,703 individuals were fully 
inoculated up to this point, it can be calculated that 
0.4% of those vaccinated caught the coronavirus and 0.02% died from the 
disease, making vaccines an incredibly effective tool in battling the pandemic. 

As for the vaccine-specific data, the following figures were published:
•• Sputnik-V: 201 infections and 2 deaths
• Moderna: 108 infections and 12 deaths
• Sinopharm: 1,744 infections and 78 deaths
• Pfizer/BioNTech: 3,048 infections and 175 deaths
• AstraZeneca: 613 infections and 6 deaths.

AA one-metre-tall rainbow-coloured Black Lives Matter statue has been erected 
in Ferenc Square in Budapest's 9th District. A tender was announced last August 
to have independent public works on the city streets again. A professional jury 
selected six works from the submitted entries, out of which four were exhibited 
today.

Needless to saNeedless to say, the project sparked serious anger in recent months. Some 
threatened to overthrow it, while others (such as the Our Homeland Movement) 
claim that it is an "anti-European, anti-white, anti-heterosexual, and 
anti-Christian symbol".

According to the plans, the rainbow-coloured statue will be exhibited in Ferenc According to the plans, the rainbow-coloured statue will be exhibited in Ferenc 
Square until April 14. It is one metre high and was created by Péter Szalay using 
3D printing technology. The sculpture paraphrases the New York Statue of 
Liberty in a kneeling pose with a raised fist, referring to American footballer 
Colin Kaepernick’s gesture, which became a symbol of the anti-racist 
movement.

The professional jury evaluated the work of Péter Szalay as follows: “It is a The professional jury evaluated the work of Péter Szalay as follows: “It is a 
paraphrase of a public memorial sculpture that surfaces current social and 
political issues: Black Lives Matter and prejudices about LGBTQ. The kneeling 
gesture of the sculpture also refers to the sculptural decision-making movements 
in the public space, so it also reflects the current situation of the work of art.

If Budapest does not 
receive the money, drastic measures will be taken which may include the termination of 
the public transport.

The government ought to give Budapest 23 billion forints to support the public The government ought to give Budapest 23 billion forints to support the public 
transport services. Unfortunately, the capital city still has not received this amount 
which makes it impossible to further sustain the public transport – writes HVG.  BKV, 
the public transport company, can only operate until 25 November from the previous 
funds and from the money that came in from the vending machines. However, this sum 
will not last long. Operating fewer vehicles in traffic will not solve the issue ether.

According to hvg.hu, it seems that the aAccording to hvg.hu, it seems that the argument about the Hungarians' Hun origin 
re-emerges. Based on the analysis of findings from the time of the Hungarian conquest, 
geneticists believe that our ancestors’ DNA was quite similar to the Huns’. Moreover, 
they suggest that not the conquerors spoke the Hungarian language, but the Avars, who 
lived in the Carpathian Basin when the Hungarians arrived.

Archaeological genetics is a young field of study which aims to reconstruct historic Archaeological genetics is a young field of study which aims to reconstruct historic 
events and origins with the help of DNA mainly extracted from bone remains. The 
oldest findings that were successfully analysed genetically are tens of thousands years 
old. The method of examining ancient DNA was also used in the process when 
scientists concluded that the Neanderthals were not completely wiped out from the 
Earth. According to findings, the genomes of modern humans still harbour around 2-4 
per cent Neanderthal ancestry which must have been caused by interbreeding.

TTibor Török university professor and his team study the genetics of our ancestors at the 
Genetics Department of the University of Szeged.

Following Hungary’s democratic 
transition in 1990, she used her extensive diplomatic connections to help the 
country on numerous occasions and even played a role in Hungary’s accession to 
NATO.  In recognition for her decades of work in supporting Hungarian interests 
in the United States and other forums, she recently received the ‘Friend of 
Hungary’ award by the Friends of Hungary Foundation. Interview.

Considering that the first pepper was brought toConsidering that the first pepper was brought to The Old Continent by Columbus’ 
doctor and that, likewise, the first tomato made it over with a subsequent expedition, it 
is clear that this Hungarian dish, popular both at home and abroad, is not an entirely 
ancient Hungarian combination of the two ingredients.

TTomatoes and peppers came to us through the Balkans during the times of the Ottoman 
conquests, and despite the Turkish menemen being suspiciously similar to it, lecsó 
(pronounced letch-oh) showed up in Hungary much later. It was in 1870 when the dish 
made an appearance in the Carpathian Basin, prepared on open fires by Bulgarian 
gardeners. Unlike many modern dishes, lecsó’s foundations have remained unchanged 
for more than a century.

In 1902, a periodical namedIn 1902, a periodical named The Week was the first to share the recipe for lecsó, albeit 
back then it was still presented under the name of “rácz omácska,” meaning Rascian 
sauce. The word lecsó showed up first as a regional name for the dish in the Nógrádian 
village of Diósjenő: lëcső. Lëcsó meant green peppers shaped with tomatoes, Sándor 
Horváth gathered in the the Hungarian Language periodical’s 1914 issue.
The dishThe dish’s actual career only began when the First Hungarian Canned Food- and Ore 
Factory, under its own brand name of “Globus,” was able to take its legacy to such a 
great length that lecsó became a staple export…
